In worship this month we have been 

reminded that every one of us who 

follows Jesus is sent into the world. 

God is a sending God. But a few of 

us are called and sent to tasks and 

places of service so specific as to 

require an abrupt change of lifestyle 

and locale.  

Such is the case with those people 

whom American Baptist Interna-

tional Ministries (IM) sets apart for 

mission service. God is the one who 

sends, but IM confirms, trains, en-

courages, identifies places of ser-

vice, and facilitates the support of 

those whom God sends.   

When IM affirms God’s call in a per-

son’s life, IM endorses that person 

for mission service. IM then helps 

the missionary candidate develop a 

Missionary Partnership Team or 

MPT. The MPT works with the mis-

sionary candidate to develop an 

extended network of supporters 

who will pray for the missionary and 

provide regular financial support. 

When the missionary candidate has 

developed a robust support net-

work, IM then commissions the mis-

sionary for international service. 

The commissioning of missionaries 

was for years done at the annual 

mission conference in Green Lake, 

WI. Now, however, IM has trans-

ferred this experience to the local 

church. Very few churches have 

had this experience, but you will 

have the opportunity to witness and 

participate in such a service in Au-

gust. 

Central Baptist Church will host a 

missionary commissioning ser-

vice for Taku and Katie Long-

kumer as a part of our Sunday 

worship experience on August 

21, 2011, at 10:30 AM.  

Because of the extraordinary nature 

of this event, and because of its 

significance to the church of Jesus 

Christ, we are combining all three of 

our Sunday worship experiences 

into one service for that Sunday.   

The President of the Board of Inter-

national Ministries, the IM Area Di-

rector for East Asia and India, other 

IM Board members and IM staff, as 

well as our own Great Rivers Re-

gion staff and members of area 

churches will join us for this special 

day.
