The modern world has never known a more revered or influential spiritual leader than Billy Graham.

Corner!

Every couple tells the story of their
marriage differently. How do you tell your
story? Is it a comedy or a tragedy; a love story
or a mystery? Whatever it is, the way you tell
your story has an impact on the strength of
your marriage.

Dr. John Gottman has done extensive
research on couples and what makes
marriages successful. He has found that
couples who tell their story in a positive light
are more likely to stay together than those who
focus on the negative aspects of their story.
How you tell your marriage story can bring you
closer to your spouse or drive you apart.

In his article, “The Story of Us,” Dr. Greg
Smalley shares one of the stories of his own
marriage involving laundry, and discusses why it
is important to tell your marriage story. He also
suggests steps to take to help you understand
and tell your marriage story:
